Descent of angel

Opening of Tomb

Women leave Bethany early for tomb while it is still dark

Mary Magdalene runs ahead to tomb, to get someone to roll stone

Mary finds tomb open

She turns and runs to Peter and John in Jerusalem (John 20:1)

Other two women complete their walk from Bethany arrive after sunrise. (Mark 16:2)

An angel appears to them (Mat.28:5; Mark 16:5

Angel gives the two women  a message for disciples

Another group of women arrive and see 2 young men dressed in white (Lk.24:4)

6:30 am: John outruns Peter to the tomb (John 20:3-10)

Mary Magdalene coming a little later sees 2 angels (John 20:11-13)

Other women (both groups) return to tell disciples (Luke 24:10)


7:00 am: Jesus first reveals himself to Mary Magdalene

Women return again to tomb and Jesus appears and sends them to tell disciples to go to 

Galilee (Mt.28:9)

4:00 pm: Jesus appears to Peter (Luke 24:34; 1 Cor. 15:5)

4:00-6:00pm: Jesus appears to Cleophas and friend on road to Emmaus

8:00 pm: Jesus appears to 10 disciples and others in the room with barred doors.
